Report Summary:

A military exercise is planned for Huron and Bruce Counties on May 3 — 5, 2024. As part of this
exercise, there will be approximately 120 military personnel in Goderich during that weekend.
They will be performing wellness checks as part of the emergency exercise. This will entail
soldiers going door-to-door throughout the community and speaking with residents to simulate
what would happen if they were asked to check on the well-being of residents during an actual
emergency.

It is important to note that residents should not be alarmed by the presence of military
personnel in the area. This exercise is a routine training operation and is not indicative of any
emergency or threat to public safety.

All measures are being taken to ensure minimum inconvenience to those in the area. Members
of the public are being asked to take extra caution if approaching military vehicles and troops.

Background/Analysis:

The Town’s CEMC and the CEMC for Huron County have been involved in the planning of this
military exercise. The Town has provided information to residents through social media and a
webpage and will continue to advise residents of the upcoming military presence through
various means.
